Bill Finagin hosted an excellent talk
from Stu Horn, owner of Aviat Air-
craft, who described why it takes 18
months to fill an order for a new Pitts
S-2B. These aircraft are all hand-built
in 2200 man-hours of labor by Aviat
craftsmen. For instance, all planes re-
ceive 22 coats of paint, each sanded
and hand-rubbed to achieve a durable
glossy finish. Finagin, who Stu Horn
described as “the most successful of all
Pitts salesmen”, commented at the end
of Horn's presentation, that “what you
don't see here is the dedication of all
Aviat employees.”

Since | was one of the “scribblers”
at AirVenture this year (the name given
by the EAA to the freelance writers
covering the show), | didn’t have time
to watch much of the daily airshow.

Anyway, my favorite pilot, Gary Ward,
was not part of the show this year. It
was however amazing to see Bobby
Younkin cavorting overhead in his
black and red Beech 18, thick smoke
billowing from both radial engines. I'm
not sure which is more impressive,
Younkin’'s Beech 18 or his Mystery
Ship in identical livery; watching either
of these classic airplanes is like being
transported back to the Golden Era of
aviation, giving us a chance to imagine
not only how an airshow in the 1930s
looked, but also how gounded.
