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Helicopter Aerobatics – An 
Exciting Demonstration of 
Lines and Symmetry

A n exciting buzz is spreading 
rapidly through the air show 
and aerobatic community 
about the forthcoming ap-

pearance of the Red Bull BO-105 aero-
batic helicopter at this year’s EAA 
AirVenture. Chuck Aaron, this helicop-
ter’s equally extraordinary pilot, will take 
the Red Bull helicopter through an im-
pressive aerobatic display that will assur-
edly cause a great many EAA AirVen-
ture attendees’ jaws to drop in utter 
amazement. 

This is not the first time such a 
memorable helicopter aerobatic display 
has been performed in the United States. 
Several other military and civilian heli-
copters have demonstrated their aerobatic 
ability previously, albeit on a very lim-
ited public scale. 

One such demonstration occurred 
during the autumn of 1977 while I was 
working for Walt and Sandi Pierce of 
National Air Shows. We were participat-
ing in a late September, two-day air show 
at Lake Charles, Louisiana sponsored by 
the Young Men’s Business Association 
of Lake Charles. 

Walt flew “Ole Smokey,” his well-
known, Wright J-6-9 powered, 450 hp 
Stearman with Sandi, his wife, riding the 
upper wing of this red and blue on white-

trimmed biplane. I handled most of the 
pre-show, air show and post-show ac-
tivities, including many of the press 
interviews. Other air show acts in-
cluded Duane and Judy Cole with their 
100 hp, clip-wing Taylorcraft; Marion 
Cole electrified the crowd with his 
aerobatic A-36 Bonanza; Earl Cherry 
piloted a Pratt & Whitney 450 hp Stear-
man that possessed a paint scheme 
identical to Walt’s Stearman; Carolyn 
Salisbury – a relative newcomer to the 
air show circuit – flew her brightly-
painted single-seat Pitts S-1A Special; 
and Jim Davis enthralled the crowds 
with his highly-modified Super Chip-
munk. 

Petroleum Helicopters Incorpo-
rated (PHI) was based on the field and 
used their diverse fleet of helicopters to 
ferry crews, parts and executives to and 
from the many oil platforms that dotted 
northern third of the Gulf of Mexico. 
The company had recently acquired a 

fo u r -b lade ,  r i g i d - ro t o r  MB B 
(Messerschmitt Boelkow Blohm) BO-
105 helicopter, a dependable machine 
recognized throughout Europe for its 
impressive safety record, maintenance 
reliability and, interestingly, its aerobatic 
capabilities. 

The PHI Chief Pilot attended one of 
our pre-show meetings and asked if he 
could fly in the show and demonstrate 
the BO-105’s aerobatic capabilities. He 
further explained he had just come from 
the MBB training and checkout course in 
Germany and that his company’s BO-105 
was the first of its kind in the U.S.A. He 
offered to take one or more of us aloft 
and demonstrate some of this helicopter’s 
unique aerobatic ability. 

Carolyn Salisbury and I volun-
teered immediately!  

As luck would have it, Carolyn had 
her Aresti Key card (aerobatic maneuver 
sequence card) in hand. The gutsy BO-
105 pilot looked at Carolyn’s Aresti card 
and commented, while pointing at her 
card, “I can do that, and that, and that! 
But, I can’t do that or that. Let’s go!” 

Donning headsets, I sat in the left 
seat and strapped-in while Carolyn sat 
behind me. Filled with much anticipation 
and, yes, some measured fear, we did not 
know what awaited us. 

Within minutes, we were skimming 
the runway barely inches off the ground 
and building speed rapidly. At the end of 
the runway, the pilot pulled the nimble

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BO-105 into a vertical climb, its bulbous 
Plexiglas nose pointed towards the 
clouds. Topping at 900 AGL, he made a 
quarter roll to the inverted, then a half 
roll to the right, ending upright. He 
glanced at me with a grin and com-
mented, “This helicopter’s rigid rotor 
system allows me to do this!” 

He then proceeded to follow Caro-
lyn’s Aresti card sequence. We did loops, 
rolls, slow rolls, Cuban-8s, cloverleafs, 
Immelmann turns and hammerhead 
stalls, all sequenced with more vertical 
climbs combined with quarter rolls and 
half rolls. The pilot performed the ma-
neuvers flawlessly! 

The BO-105 responded crisply, and 
the flickering shadow of the helicopter’s 
rotor disk flexed and twisted slightly 
with the pilot’s every deft movement on 
the controls. The helicopter’s airframe 
vibrated noticeably with the rapid onset 
of positive “G’s” and during those few 
occasions we floated through a zero “G” 
condition. We never ventured into any 
negative “G” regimes. 

Recognizing I was a bit more than 
white-knuckled – I had never seen a heli-
copter do aerobatics, much less flown in 

one doing aerobatics – the pilot tried to 
assuage my fears by saying, “I can’t do 
any inverted stuff; the blades may 
bump the tail if I go more than one “G” 
negative. But, no need to worry…if we 
lose a blade, I can still get it down 
safely on the other three!” 

I remember turning and looking 
behind me at Carolyn. Her mouth was 
wide open, her eyes filled with amaze-
ment (fear?), and her hands clamped on 
her seatbelts as tightly as mine. And, 
yes, her knuckles were every bit as 
white as mine. 

I also remember looking at the golf 
course below us and seeing several 
folks drop their clubs as they ran for 
cover. Amazing what one remembers 
when you’re scared witless! 

The pilot ended our unique demon-
stration with an autorotation from 1000 
feet. Upon landing, he brought up the 
collective a bit, hover-taxied us to park-
ing and shutdown. He looked at both of 
us and calmly asked, “Think I can fly 
in the show?” I was still too numb from 
my experience to answer his query, 
even say anything coherent. I was 

fighting hard to get my heart rate to nor-
mal. 

The FAA witnessed this impromptu 
demo and was none too pleased. They 
enjoyed the maneuvers and thought the 
pilot performed admirably, but made a 
side comment about parachutes, or lack 
thereof. None of us wore any parachutes 
during our helicopter aerobatic adven-
ture! 

Several years later, while I was I was 
flying C-130s for the U.S. Air Force, I 
saw another BO-105 aerobatic demon-
stration at the International Air Tattoo at 
RAF Greenham Common in England in 
June 1983. I vividly remembered my 
unique ride in 1977 at Lake Charles, 
Louisiana and the spectrum of emotions I 
felt during this once-in-a-lifetime flight.  

I look forward to seeing the Red 
Bull helicopter aerobatic demonstration 
at this year’s EAA AirVenture. This 
time, however, I will enjoy Chuck 
Aaron’s smooth demonstration of heli-
copter aerobatics without any white 
knuckles or substantially elevated heart 
rates, but I am sure my jaw will drop as 
much as anybody’s in attendance!

Charles P. Aaron has been flying helicopters for more than three decades. If it 
moves at all under rotary wing power, it is a virtual certainty that Aaron has flown it, 
most likely has instructed in it and may have even helped build it! 

The helicopter skills you’ll see in Red Bull’s amazing flying exhibitions are the 
direct result of Aaron’s spectacular montage of career accomplishments. For example 
he was the NASA pilot in charge of Space Shuttle Air Rescue Program located at the 
Kennedy Space Center in Florida. At the other end of the spectrum he’s also been a 
crop duster, towed banners, and reported traffic. Every opportunity Charles 
“Chuck”Aaron could come up with that put him in a helicopter, he took. And when he 
wasn’t flying them, was fixing them as a certified airframe and power plant mechanic. 

More than just a high time pilot (he has more than 17,000 hours of total flight 
time in helicopters), Charles Aaron is a respected member of the United States’ brain 
trust of helicopter experts, researching, designing and improving military applications 
of rotorcraft. He has worked closely with the United States Department of Defense, 
the Department of State, the Department of the Army, the Federal Aviation Admini-
stration and many, many others. Aaron’s credits include devising a series of upgrades 
for the Apache and Cobra helicopters, flight testing starlight, infra red and night vision 
systems plus countless varieties of digital battlefield technology applications. 

Aaron came by his love for aviation honestly. His father flew fixed wing aircraft 
in World War II, the Korean War and later Viet Nam. But much to his father’s cha-
grin, his son fell in love with helicopters. 

“I just liked helicopters more than I liked airplanes because it’s like a magic car-
pet ride,” Aaron smiles. When Red Bull approached him about trying aerobatics in a 
helicopter, Aaron immediately knew it was something he wanted to do. 

“I thought it was pretty cool,” he says. It took him most of a year to convince the 
FAA to allow him to perform for Red Bull, but finally, Charles P. Aaron was given 
the distinction of being the first civilian in the world to receive an aerobatic helicopter 
license. His father is still scratching his head.

· The Pitts S-2B maintenance manual 
· Bill Finagin’s S-2C inspection form (99.9% pretty much the same as one above) 
· Lycoming 100 hr recommended inspections 
· FAA Annual Inspection requirements 
· My own personal input as an A&P for the last 24 years… 
 
It could be tweaked to each needs and I think you need to put a disclaimer as such.  I have my repetitive AD’s there as discrepancies. 
All my SB’s are terminated except those that became AD’s   It makes it easier to remember them during each inspection.

The ride is very smooth, quiet and ele-
gant, just as one would expect from a 
1926 transport. Too bad the airliners to-
day can’t emulate this kind of style and 
elegance! 

We flew for almost an hour, made a 
touch-and-go at Spokane International 
Airport and a fly-by of the control tower. 
All the controllers were waving at us as 

we flew by them. The flight was great 
fun and I did not want to land!! Addi-
son Pemberton, the owner/pilot, made a 
textbook perfect landing. 

I am still at loss for the adjectives 
to describe this most incredible flight. 

Addison also gave me a cockpit check-
out, and told me he’d let me fly his 
prized bird, but the insurance did not 
allow, at least not now. Some day, 
maybe…
