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2007 Mason-Dixon Clash  

T hree months of intensive 
preparations by IAC19 chapter 
members paid off: the 2007 
Mason-Dixon Clash during the 

weekend of 18-21 October in Farmville, 
Virginia was one of our best-ever.  

After weeks of dry, CAVU condi-
tions, the weather played some tricks on 
us on Thursday with low ceilings around 
Farmville and cells of thundershowers 
blocking the paths of a few competitors. 
By early afternoon, however, most pilots 
found a way to the airfield and Mother 
Nature rewarded them with splendid con-
ditions for the remainder of the day, re-
sulting in a busy practice session ended 
only by dusk.  

Rain and more low clouds prevented 
all flying on Friday, but Bill Finagin used 
this opportunity to review with everyone 
proposed IAC rule changes. His perspec-
tives on these, based on decades of in-
volvement in aerobatics, was welcomed. 

Saturday started blustery, but other 
than a wind delay of one hour around 
lunch time, conditions prevailed to per-
mit nearly all planned flights. Judges 
needed a bit more neck flexing early on 
as the winds aloft quickly blew pilots 
outside the box. Landings proved the 
greatest challenge for most, but fortu-
nately the winds settled by mid-
afternoon.   

22 pilots competed in all five catego-
ries, the largest being Sportsman and 
Intermediate. Bill Finagin being the only

If that wasn’t 
enough, Rob also flew as Safety Pilot 
with Andrew Godbold, meaning he 
flew in three separate categories and 
six flights on Saturday. Following the 
last flight, he finally admitted his ex-
haustion, but added “that’s why I came, 
to fly!” If it existed, Rob would win the 
cumulative G award for the contest. 

At Farmville, IAC19 was fortunate 
to have a superb team of volunteers 
consisting of its members, their fami-
lies, the famous Grimes Family who 
runs the Farmville airport, and their 
helpful staff who attended to our every 
need.  

Evenings saw attendees at the tra-
ditional arrival Mexican dinner, Friday 
evening billiards, and a banquet at 
Charley’s Waterfront Café in down-
town Farmville.

Larry Macon, President  
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“The Boys are Back in Town”!  That 
was the music Daryl Jacobs put to his 
PowerPoint photo presentation of the 
great group of aerobatic flyers that con-
gregated in October at Farmville, VA for 
the 2007 edition of our Mason-Dixon 
Clash.  You can see and hear Daryl’s 
presentation on our website at 
www.iac19.org along with other photos 
taken by Kent Misegades to document 
our aerobatic contest and the 25th anni-
versary of IAC Chapter 19.  It seems 
everyone had a great time this year as we 
were able to get in all flights and also 
celebrate Bill Finagin’s birthday with 
special recognition given to Bill as our 
Aerobatic Senior Spokesman.  Congratu-
lations Bill for all of your contributions 
to IAC Chapter 19, IAC national and 
aerobatics in general!! 

Contests are always special as it is a 
time to renew friendships with fellow 
aerobatic pilots and a time to make new 
friends that share an interest in aerobat-

ics.  It is also a time to learn new things 
about flying and aerobatic airplanes.  
For example, last year, fellow Pitts 
drivers were discussing Pitts’ landing 
gear flaps.  This caught me somewhat 
off guard as to my knowledge the Pitts 
does not have a gear up-down lever so 
what was the deal about landing gear 
flaps?  Come to find out, if the bungee 
cords (Aviat calls them Shock Rings) 
that provide shock absorption for the 
main gear are weak, the flap attached 
to each main gear under the aircraft 
will “hang down”.  This is an indica-
tion that attention should be placed on 
the possible replacement of these 
bungees.  Interesting and something 
new to check on my preflight inspec-
tions of “The Ride”. 

This year, Pat Hayes got some 
very useful information and help on his 
Pitts S2E (experimental) tail wheel 
from Bill Finagin.  End result was a 
much improved tail wheel and some 
very helpful tail wheel construction and 
operational knowledge.  It is almost 
impossible to find this level of expertise 
and help anywhere else without paying 
a “bundle” for it.  Just another reason 
to attend contests, even if you do not 
compete. 

In addition, the practice session 
prior to the contest is especially helpful 
to receive flight critiquing.  Of course, 

if you are hard headed like me, it may 
still not sink in.  In my case, when prac-
ticing, I received valuable input that my 
vertical uplines were consistently posi-
tive even though my sighting device indi-
cated true vertical.  Perception is every-
thing.  During the contest, I still flew by 
my sighting device and what did I get?  
Positive on the upline comments and 
appropriate point deductions.  Moral of 
the story, pay attention to critiquing in-
put from qualified judges and adjust your 
flying to achieve higher scores.  Maybe 
I’ll learn next time! 

As I write this, we have just com-
pleted a critique session on our 2007 
contest and are already beginning the 
planning process for Farmville, 2008.  In 
addition, under the leadership of Jim 
Walker, we are also pursing the possibil-
ity of sponsoring a spring contest in 
Lumberton, NC that we will name “The 
Carolina Boogie”.  We will keep every-
one posted on our progress for this po-
tential new event for IAC Chapter 19. 

Our contest is truly a volunteer ef-
fort and without everyone’s untiring ef-
forts, it would not be possible.  To all the 
volunteers, please accept my sincere 
thanks for making our 2007 Mason-
Dixon Clash a great success!

I  had a wonderful time. I started out 
on Thursday and traveled to Rock 
Hill, SC for some business that 
evening. Unfortunately I had to 

scud run there from the 500 ft ceilings. I 
left out of Rock Hill, SC around 2 pm on 
Friday. I had to climb to 12,500'  to get 
on top of all the clouds but once I was up 
there it sure was a beautiful ride. I was 
able to get the fuel flow down to around 
8.5 gal/hr. and had a true airspeed and 
groundspeed of about 170 kts. So there 
was really no wind at all.  

Once I passed just south of Chatta-
nooga there were no clouds in sight and 
it stayed that way for the remainder of 
the flight. I was able to make it non-stop 
to Denison, TX with the wing tanks run-
ning dry about 15 miles out so I was set 
up perfect for practice on Saturday morn-
ing. It took me 4.6 hrs to get there.  

On Saturday morning everyone was 
anxious to practice. Several people had 
gotten to Denison the week before to 
practice with Sergei and Nikolay. (Wish I 
would have) Everyone had only one 10 
min. practice session, so it was tight and 
if you were not ready you were out of 
luck. I was not pleased with my practice 
session at all. I had several friends 
watching and critiquing me and all had 
different ideas on how to change things. 
So that afternoon I headed out to an area 
about 10 miles away to practice on my 
own.  

After taking everyone's advice I de-
cided to change the way I was flying the 
plane completely. I quit flying like I was 
in a Super D and started flying like I was 
in a G202. Example: I entered the box at 
250 mph and did an 8g P loop. (Isn't it 
amazing what adrenaline does for you) 
After my practice session I felt much 
better.  

Monday was a slow day for me. I 
was an assistant judge on the Intermedi-
ate known and that was pretty much it. 
On Tuesday I was on the nervous side all 
day. I drew number 21 in the field and 
they were mixing gliders into the pro-
gram so it was like 4:30 before I got to 
fly. Other than that 10 minute practice 
session I had not flown the Giles in a 
marked box and during practice didn't 
pay much attention to it. So during my 
first flight I noticed every time I came 

over the top of a figure I was outside 
the box. By then end of the flight I 
racked up 5 outs. (Not something I was 
used to in the Super D) Over all my 
scores were very good and if not for the 
outs I would have been sitting in 5th 
place instead of 10th, but I was still 
pleased.  

By Wednesday the nerves were 
gone and determination to stay in the 
box had set in. I had an OK flight but 
managed to only get 1 out. However, I 
think the attention to stay in the box let 
down the quality of my figures. I man-
aged to pull 7th out of the second flight 
and it moved me up from 10th to 9th 
overall. Thursday was very similar to 
Wednesday but finished 6th in the 
flight and 7th overall. Friday was the 
Unlimited 4 minute Freestyle, which is 
always a cool thing to watch.  

During the week, dinner was pro-
vided 4 out of 6 nights and there was a 
party somewhere every night. Lots of 
sitting around watching and talking in 
the afternoons. The atmosphere was 
great. It was a real honor and privilege 
to meet and socialize with our sport’s 
greatest members. Everyone was ex-
tremely nice and went out of their way 
to make me feel welcome.  

The trip home was a little more 
difficult. My wife decided she was go-
ing to fly home with me so we shipped 
our luggage back and climbed in. We 
took off at 1 pm central time and 
climbed to 9,500' where we had about a 
20 kt headwind. Groundspeed was 
around 150 kts on 10 gal/hr. We just 
were not going to make it non-stop like 
that. And with a fuel stop it would put 
us into the night which I was not pre-
pared for. So we climbed to 13,500' and 
still 150 kts but down to 8 gal/hr.  

After about 4 hours I had gotten so 
cold that my legs were shivering so 
hard the rudder was moving. According 
to the GPS & fuel totalizer we would 
be home at 7:45 and have about 36 min 
of fuel left but I couldn't take it any 
longer so we dropped down to 9,500’ 
to warm up. We would be cutting it too 
close to being out of fuel at that altitude 
so I decided to stop for fuel. I think it 
was the fastest fuel stop in history.  

We landed at Union County, SC. 
24 hr Self Serve. Took on 6.5 gal in 
the acro tank and headed back out in 7 
minutes. By the time we reached Lum-
berton, NC it had gotten DARK. The 
Giles is equipped with navigation lights 
and strobes but no landing light so my 

first time at night was a challenge. We 
finally made it to Elizabethtown 
around 8:05 pm. So it took 6 hours to get 
home and we had 6.3 gal left in the tank.  

When I left I told myself I would be 
very happy if I flew the airplane well. I 
didn't care if I came in last, I just wanted 
to fly the airplane well. So to go out there 
and come in 7th out of 21 in my first 
nationals, my first contest in the Giles, 
and only having the plane a few weeks 
made me very pleased. I am looking for-
ward to the next one. I hope to see every-
one there.  

I would like to thank my wife and 
family. Without their encouragement to 
try competition and pressure to practice I 
would not be anywhere near where I am 
today. Also everyone who has cheered 
me on and gave me tons of support and 
advice. Thanks you all.

A ctually he may be a little un-
usual, but crazy he is 
not!  Luke Lee received his 
Private Pilot license in April, 

1986 at the age of 25.  Although he en-
joyed flying, Luke entered the thrilling 
world of aerobatics in May, 1986 in 
Memphis, Tennessee.  He first rented a 
Decathlon, then he became a 1/3 partner 
in a 1979 Pitts S2A.  He enjoyed flying 
this Pitts for a short time until he moved 
to Oklahoma and sold his 1/3 ownership. 
     The demands of school and starting a 
career and family kept Luke from flying 
for eleven years.  Then, he became in-
volved in his hobby of aerobatics again 
by purchasing a rebuilt 1992 Pitts 
S2B.

For four years he thoroughly en-
joyed flying the S2C alone as well as 
with others, especially his three chil-
dren.  He flew for pleasure and practiced

Mike Davis, Pat Hayes, Luke Lee 
and I arrived in Farmveille on Wednes-
day afternoon to get a start on contest 
preparations. This included “The Long 
March” through the woods to spread new 
plastic on the box corner markers.  

The distinct rumbling of a radial 
engine off to the south turned our heads, 
expecting to see Mark Cassada arrive in 
his yellow Stearman as rumors had it that 
he intended to fly it in the contest. To our 
surprise though there emerged into the 
pattern a  dark red Stearman with in-
verted lettering on the side of the fuse-
lage: “Walt Pierce”. Judging from the 
pilot’s smooth flying and touchdown into 
brisk winds, this Walt Pierce was indeed 
someone special.  

A soft-spoken man whose face had 
acquired the same soft, deep features as 
his well-worn leather jacket, Walt, as I 
learned while giving him a ride to the 
Super 8 Motel in town, is a true barn-
stormer, having flown Ol’ Smokey, his 
450HP Pratt & Whitney Wasp Jr.-
powered Stearman, for nearly 40 years in 
countless airshows across North America 
and the Caribbean. 

Walt learned the hard way, starting 
as a teenaged ground crewman for 
cropdusters in eastern New Mexico, 
leading to his first career flying Super 
Cubs, Stearmans and other dusters 
across the South. It was only natural 
that he shifted into airshows, and it 
wasn’t long before he added a wing 
walking act to his repertoire.  Today, 
Walt operates American Barnstormer 
(www.americanbarnstormer.net), fa-
mous for having two lovely ladies on 
the wings of his awesome Stearman, 
Jenny Forsythe and Nicole Rodriguez 
(Walt’s granddaughter).  He visited 
Farmville to meet up with Bill Finagin 
as a part of maintaining currency for 
airshow flying.

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F lying a grand old airplane 
(preferably with a big round 
engine) turns out to be the per-
fect antidote to the monotonous 

routine of business travel and meetings 
such as I experienced while in Chicago. 
Checking things to do in the area, I found 
the company Gauntlet Warbirds 
(gauntletwarbirds.com) in Sugar Grove, 
IL, just 42 miles southwest of O’Hare. 
Located at Aurora Municipal Airport 
(ARR), they have two SNJ’s, an L-29 
Delfin, and a Decathlon on the line. I 
thought it would be a lot of fun and a rare 
opportunity to fly this legendary beast, so 
I scheduled an orientation flight in the 
SNJ. 

Greg Morris is their chief pilot/
instructor. He’s a young guy with a very 
professional approach who clearly has a 
love for warbirds and teaching folks to 
fly them. He’s also an experienced aero-
batics instructor and has competed up to 
the advanced category.  

We discussed the mission for the day 
and Greg explained that all first flights in 
the SNJ are done with the student in the 
rear cockpit. They require a written op-
erations and safety test to be completed 
before flying from the front pit and per-
forming take-offs and landings. Getting 
inverted was on the agenda, so I donned 
the seat-pack chute and helmet and 
strapped myself in. The cockpit is cav-
ernous. Being 6'-3 ½", I am very appre-
ciative of the SNJ’s roomy accommoda-
tions. 

I was slightly disappointed in not 
being able to try a takeoff, but at least 
taxied her out to the numbers. Aft stick 
kept the tailwheel in steerable mode, with 
forward stick allowing it to free-caster. 
Our take-off weight was probably around 
5,100 lbs and you can definitely feel its 
weight on the ground. It’s easy to control 
and has very positive tailwheel steering. 
The back seat is a little on the blind side, 
so lots of s-turning required. During take-
off, I could feel the slight, but constant 
rudder inputs needed to herd the SNJ 
down the runway centerline. Greg 
handed things off to me at 300' and I set 
up a 90kt climb, transitioning to a 100kt 
cruise-climb to 5000'. 

I had read the controls of the T-6/
SNJ were light, but was surprised by how 
much so. After leveling off and gaining 
some airspeed, I tried a few turns and 

We transitioned into slow flight and 
I set up for a power-off stall. It broke 
decidedly, but gently with a small left 
wing drop and recovered immediately 
with the standard inputs. I did, however, 
learn what the SNJ will do if you push it. 
I set up a power-off turn to an acceler-
ated stall with skidded rudder input. Greg 
mentioned before the flight that the SNJ 
was not approved for spins, so we would 
do only incipient spin recovery. Sure 
enough, it sharply breaks off to the left 
and I immediately initiate normal spin 
recovery and level off. Looking at the 
altimeter, we lost 1000' and hadn’t even 
come close to a fully developed spin. 
Trying another one, I didn’t quite level 
the wings before pulling out. After we 
leveled off, Greg told me to look at the 
altimeter. This time we lost 1500'! Very 
eye opening. By comparison, a full two-
turn spin in my RV-3 loses only 1000'. 

The weather was perfect and I was 
admiring the beautiful Illinois country-
side on the flight back to the airport, 
thinking about how great it would be to 
own one of these birds, not just as a 
keeper of a piece of history, but as a 
grand old airplane that is very rewarding 
and enjoyable to fly. I’d love to gain 
enough time to fly it confidently and 
competently, but I could easily go broke 
in the process! Oh well, too many air-
planes, too little time (and money). I 
would highly recommend visiting these 
folks if anyone finds themselves in the 
Chicago area and needs a big radial en-
gine fix.

noticed they didn’t seem to stiffen 
much, compared to my RV-3 in which 
the weight of the controls is directly 
proportional to airspeed and can actu-
ally get a little heavy at higher air-
speeds. Though not nearly as respon-
sive, I would say the controls are no 
heavier than the RV. There’s a fair 
amount of adverse yaw, but the rudder 
harmonizes nicely with the other con-
trols. The control stick is very long 
with a huge range of movement and 
surely provides lots of mechanical ad-
vantage. 

Greg suggests I try an aileron roll, 
so I nose down to 140kt, pitch up about 
30 degrees and throw that long stick 
over into what feels like the next 
county! She gracefully rolls over and 
stops precisely with seemingly no roll 
inertia. It really handles sweetly.  

Let’s try a loop. Nose down to 
150kt and I’m guessing a 3.5G pull got 
things started. Relaxing a little pres-
sure, we float over the top, careful to 
avoid pulling too hard too soon on the 
backside, as I had read about unforgiv-
ing accelerated stall characteristics of 
this bird. We avoid that, but speed 
builds fairly quickly and I feel for the 
same pull that I started with. Even 
lucked out and got that nice bump of 
our wake on the exit.  

I tried another loop at 140kt with 
the same pull and ended up too slow on 
top. I could feel some buffeting in the 
stick and tried to maintain enough back 
pressure to keep the fuel flowing, but 
avoid stalling. I was impressed with the 
way the airplane telegraphs what it’s 
doing, or about to do. I then tried a half 
cuban. The roll rate out of this maneu-
ver can best be described as 
“ponderous”. I tried a couple of 4-point 
rolls, but never got the rhythm down to 
achieve nice points.

Master Rigger FJ Hale writes: Ladies and Gentlemen, I am recommending John Lyman for service to your parachute. He has been 
the rigger at Carolina Sky Sports, the drop zone at North Raleigh Airport , for some time and is very competent and capable. I am 
simply no longer able to do a proper job due to a loss of strength in my hands needed to close the packs. Your parachute should be 
comfortable as well as safe and reliable. John can assure you of this, and he has the facilities and equipment to make necessary re-
pairs. Certain parachute makers will no longer support any of their canopies older than 20 years. I have not been able to confirm 
this with the FAA and have made a call to their safety line today. I will post the response to my inquiry when I have it. The question 
is weather or not a certified rigger can repack these older parachutes.  Here is John's information. Dawn Larsen and John Lyman, 
Downwind Carolina at Carolina Sky Sports, http://www.downwindnc.com, 919-340-0044  FJ 
John writes: We would be glad to help.
