Fly inverted! 
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W e received a FAA ap-
proved airspace waiver 
for our aerobatic practice 
area at Rowan County 

airport in time for our September prac-
tice.  Dennis Thompson, our regional “go 
to guy” for airspace waivers, provided 
very helpful information on how to 
achieve success in this venture and our 
very own Barry Thigpen was of great 
help as he made the initial contact with 
his friend at the Charlotte FSDO to “pave 
the way” for us.  As a result, we now 
have gained some valuable information 
on how to get an airspace waiver ap-
proved and have already passed this in-
formation to Travis Hames as he applies 
for an approved aerobatic practice area at 
Rutherfordton (FQD) airport.  Some keys 
to success in this process are identified 
as: 
 
1. Identify and contact folks that will 
potentially be impacted by the waivered 
airspace and gain their support prior to 
contacting the FAA FSDO.  These would 

include ATC and if the airspace will be 
at an airport, such folks as the airport 
manager, head of the airport flight 
school and any others that may poten-
tially be impacted such as a corporate 
aircraft groups, etc. 
 
2. Fill out the FAA 7711-2 form (this 
form can be found on the "faa.gov" 
website) 
 
3. Include the following in your air-
space waiver packet to be sent to the 
FSDO: 
    a)  Cover letter to the FSDO stating 
your request and the fact that you have 
already contacted and have the support 
and approval of ______ (see above 
comments). 
    b)  Completed Form 7711-2 
    c)  A VFR Terminal Area Chart or 
Sectional that shows the radial and dis-
tance from the nearest VOR. 
    d) Goggle Earth photo of the airport 
with the 1 NM radius drawn 
(recommend 1NM radius for ease of 
identification in NOTAMS and more 
flexibility for aerobatic practice). 
    e)  If a more specific aerobatic box 
dimension is required, provide a sketch 
showing this area in relation to a 

prominent landmark. 
 
4. Call the local FSDO to make them 
aware of the airspace waiver application 
you will be sending and of the pre-work 
you have done. 
 

I found the Charlotte FSDO to be 
very supportive of our efforts using this 
approach. 

If problems arise, we also have Den-
nis Thompson in New Jersey that has the 
IAC responsibility for helping those of us 
in the Northeast Region (this includes 
NC).  I would also be very pleased to 
assist anyone in their effort.

My interest in building an AcroSport 
II yielded a recommendation from Mark 
Ash and Cecil Boyd to visit Bill Hood, 
AcroSport builder and former president 
of IAC19 in one of its past generations. 
When Mark and Cecil mentioned that 
Bill used to feed bears Honey Buns he 
dropped from his Breezy, I knew I had to 
meet this guy in person. 

 Bill lives in aviation paradise, next 
to his 2800’ grass airstrip near Kinston, 
which is an easy 45-minute drive to his 
job at the NAVAIR Depot in Havelock, 
NC, where Bill is employed as an engi-
neer helping maintain and modify aircraft 
for the Navy and Marines. 

I flew over to see Bill on September 
18th. He met me in front of a spacious 
hangar housing his AcroSport and two 
pampered vintage aircraft, a Taylorcraft 
and a Champ. In another hangar Bill has 
his shop, where he is currently restoring 
a Piper Vagabond. Since he is the only 
person living on the airfield with an air-
plane, the grass is in superb condition. 
Touching down in my C170 was like 
landing on shag carpeting. 

Bill will hold his annual fly-in this 
year on Saturday, November 3rd, and he 
invites all IAC19 members to fly Down 
East for a visit. Sounds like a great idea 
to me!

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Where we left off: Unusual attitude 
recovery and a variety of spins have been 
covered. Now it’s time to hone these 
skills on day 2 of lessons with Keoki 
Gray. 

 

A fter one day with Keoki I had 
gained enough basic knowl-
edge of aerobatics to hunger 
for more. While two hours of 

pulling Gs in the clear air above Amelia 
Island  left me somewhat fatigued, I 
looked forward to what Sunday would 
bring. 

Upon leaving the airport for the eve-
ning Sunday, Keoki reminded me of the 
Space Shuttle launch planned at 8:47 that 
evening, December 9th. After an enjoy-
able dinner in one of the many restau-
rants near our Hampton Inn, my wife and 
I walked out onto the dark beach and 
looked down towards the Cape. The  sky 
above was clear, affording a great view 
of thousands of stars and a few aircraft at 
high altitude, all on a heading that was 
clearly planned to take them near the 
launch pad. One of these planes was 
probably NASA’s WB-57, a derivative 
of the English Electric Canberra bomber 
that first flew in 1949! 

Looking east out over the pitch-
black Atlantic, it was as if a veil was 
being pulled over the heavens. It took me 
a few moments to realize that a fog bank 
was moving ashore, just on time to ob-

claimed to be your secret at last Octo-
ber’s Mason-Dixon Clash banquet. 
(Sorry) 

Keoki, who appears to stay in good 
physical condition, recommended not 
flying when the weather is too cold or 
too hot, to eat a light meal versus no 
meal at all, avoid flying when taking 
medication and remember to hydrate, i.e. 
drink enough clear fluids before flying. 
He also suggested a ‘spring trainup” be-
fore returning to aerobatics after a winter 
break. 

G tolerance is improved by flatten-
ing the body, using a reclined seating 
position, and raising the feet. This helps 
to reduce the vertical distance between 
the heart and the head. For instance, the 
Extra’s reclined seating can increase a 
pilot’s tolerance by two Gs compared to 
a Pitts, Keoki said. 

We flew again in two sessions with 
an hour or so break between them. Work 
focused on improving angles and lines of 
loops, quarter clovers, half cubans, chan-
delles,  and wingovers. Keoki then had 
me combine two and even three maneu-
vers, a first step towards flying a com-
plete sequence. This provided a virtually 
limitless number of maneuvers one could 
fly, which is surely what John Gillespie 
Magee meant by “...wheeled and soared 
and swung high in the sunlit silence.” 

Fun’s over, and it was time to head 
back to the airfield for crosswind land-
ings. The wind was blowing at 10 knots, 
gusting to 15. Uh, can I just watch you 
do them, Keoki?

scure our view of the launch. Now sur-
rounded by 30-40 others on the beach, 
we all strained our eyes as the clock 
ticked beyond the 8:47 planned launch. 
By now the sky was black and only a 
string of lights down the shore pointed 
towards where we might glimpse Dis-
covery as it rocketed skywards.   

Just as we were about to give up, a 
bright glow appeared behind the clouds 
at about 30 degrees above the southern 
horizon, and then to our amazement the 
shuttle was in view, passing exactly 
behind a hole in the clouds, a tiny dot 
on the end of a long, white, torch-like 
plume of smoke. A cheer erupted even 
though the entire event lasted but a 
second or two. Note to brain: schedule 
a trip to the Cape for a future Shuttle 
launch, especially if at night. 

Sunday morning, and the butter-
flies have returned to my stomach. I 
managed to force down a starchy bagel 
and a green banana, then gathered my-
self for the coming day. Ulli dropped 
me off at the airport, happy to go ex-
ploring sights around the island. 

Keoki started the second day with 
an extended ground school, reviewing 
the past day and preparing me for, es-
sentially, more of the same. Where we 
had worked on doing the basic maneu-
vers the previous day, today we’d focus 
on improving them. He also covered 
quite a few of the physiological aspects 
of aerobatic flying and techniques to 
improve one’s G-tolerance. This, dear 
fellow IAC19 members, did not include 
a high-fat diet to increase blood pres-
sure levels, as some of you guys

People who have seen me doing it will tell you 
I can enter a free program (even unlimited) from paper to Olan in less than 3 minutes. Clearly, it will take novices a lot longer, but 
I'm pretty certain, based on user's experience, that it saves time overall (esp. since you often need to modify your free or the judge 
might find a mistake, something Olan will do for you quickly and easily) 
  
For those of you who have not tried Olan yet: 
  
1. It is free aerobatics-drawing software. 
2. It is now mature, with lots of users and positive experiences. 
3.You only enter the B form. The A & C forms are automatic. 
4. It will never draw a bad sequence (incorrect exit/entry/tailslide, bad roll combo, etc). 
5. It can verify all free & unknown programs with 100% guarantee. 
6. It has a special mode for displaying unknown figures selection. 
7. It displays total K at all times and a quick Alt-V will find duplicates in a free program. 
8. It supports IAC, CIVA, Gliders, freestyle, etc.
